               A REPORT ON INDUTRIAL VISIT (VIZAG STEEL PLANT) (01.10.2015 to 05.10.2015)

An Industry visit and study tour, funded by TEQIP-II, for the students of 3rd Yr/ 6th sem. of Dept. of Electrical Engg. was conducted on 01 Oct 2015 to 05 Oct 2015 in VISAG Steel Plant. A total of 63 students attended the study tour. Three faculties/staff from EE Dept. and one lady faculty/staff member from CSE Dept. accompanied these students to guide them.
Day1:  We boarded the train on 01.10.2015 at Howrah stn to Vizag in EAST COAST EXPRESS at 11:45 a.m.
Day2:  We reached Vizag early morning at around 4'o clock. We boarded on bus that took us to our hotel. We rested the rest of the day at our hotel.
Day3:  We visit VIZAG STEEL PLANT. We were first taken to the Coke-oven battery unit from where the operations start i.e. the processing of coal to coke. We then went to Sinter plant where we saw the preparation of Sinter. Then we went to the Captive Thermal power station where we saw the control room, the Boiler, the Alternators, the different types of Pressure gauges, the water level indicator and various other instruments. From there we went to the SMS i.e. STEEL MELTING SHOP where we saw how the steel is getting prepared and we got an opportunity to see the procedure from the control room. The time of our visit was over by then, so we had to return to our hotel.

Day4:  We decided to go for some site seeing, those which were close from our hotel. We saw the submarine and different technical & engineering aspects of submarine, a science museum.
Day5:  We went for shopping in the morning and at night we got on cars which took us to VISAG Rly station. We waited for the train as its arrival was late. We boarded the train at around 12:10 AM in the midnight.
Day6:  We boarded off the train in Howrah stn around 6.00 pm and went to our homes.

Finally, it may be noted that the industrial study tour to the VIZAG STEEL PLANT was satisfying as it could cover a huge Plant in such a short time and could still create a very satisfying learning experience for the students and faculty/staff members. In this regard it must be noted that the officials at steel plant were extremely co-operative and without their assistance it would have been difficult to visit the major units of the Plant in such a short period.
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
